The church altar was beautifully decorated with bouquets of asters and a background of ferns.  It was lighted by white candles.

The bride and bridegroom entered together, followed by the two attendants, Miss Ada Jane Hall of Alva, and Mr. George W. Gillis, of Hugo, as Mrs. W. C. Drush played the “Bridal Chorus” from Lohengrin by Wagner.  Minuet in G was played during the double-ring ceremony and Mendelssohn’s “Wedding March” was used as a recessional.  An organ recital of nuptial music was played by Mrs. Drush preceding the ceremony.

Mrs. Moore was beautiful in a floor-length dinner ensemble of white crepe made on tailored lines.  She wore a large white linen hat and her other accessories were white.  She carried a bridal bouquet of white asters.

Miss Hall’s dress was of powdre blue crepe, floor length, made on simple lines, her turban being of the same material.  She carried an arm bouquet of pink asters.
